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death of Dr. Briggs in 1913 , the number of strictly “ Westminster
books which have been acquired has been comparatively small . Some
gaps have been filled , to be sure , but the chances were distinctly slight ,

since the missing books which are known to have been written by

these particular men are of great rarity, or have utterly disappeared .
The collateral literature was very extensive, far more so than any
except the initiated suppose.
Among the memoranda which Dr. Briggs left was a manuscript list
of desiderata , extending to some two thousand titles . When this fact

was disclosed to the children of Mr. McAlpin they most generously
made provision whereby the compiler of this catalogue , son of the
original collector of the “McAlpin books ," was commissioned to visit
England and Scotland in the endeavor to secure as many as possible

of the desired volumes . Preparatory to undertaking this expedition

the list of Dr. Briggs was extended to about nine thousand . In the
course of a single summer vacation more than five hundred of these

titles were secured , but in addition nearly three thousand books and
tracts were purchased which were not on the list . From this statement
some notion may be obtained of the mass of literature which poured

from the press of the seventeenth century in particular. Among these
books were many which lacked any indication of the place of publica

tion or of the name of the printer , being mainly the productions of an
unlicensed or secret press . In the collection there are more than
one hundred books or tracts which fell under political or ecclesiastical
censure , and were condemned to be burned , frequently by the common
hangman , but occasionally otherwise in various public places .
Incorporated with the collection is a considerable number of volumes

from the library of the late Walter William Law , merchant of New
York , presented by his son , Henry Law , Esq .
At the time of the printing of this first volume no precise count
has been made of the titles which will eventually be recorded in the
collection , but it is estimated that the number will run to at least
fifteen thousand . The year 1700 has been se

t

arbitrarily a
s the date

beyond which n
o listing will be made , though the McAlpin collection

actually contains a
n

immense number o

books and tracts printed

subsequently .

Scope o
f

the Collection . The scope of the catalogue is even wider
than the current conception o

f

the collection a
s containing simply

works o
n British history and theology printed prior to 1701. Many

entries will be found which belong under such a description solely b
y

a
n

elastic definition . Only in the case of enactments of parliament

has a restriction been practiced . Here the laws which had an obvious
relevancy to the subject of religious history , have been included ; while
the majority of laws , manifestly important from other points of view ,
have been omitted . With the exception of the Acts , Orders , and
Ordinances , etc. , which dated from the period of the civil war and
the commonwealth , the collections of statutes have been listed under

the name and year of the reigning king or queen who assented to
them . It is matter of regret that such collections are not more fully
represented .
Supplied Matter . The usual practice has been followed of indicat
ing any words which have been supplied from outside sources (except

in the notes after the imprints ), within square brackets ; and any that
have their source in the book itself , within round parentheses.
Among the earlier titles various abbreviations occurred for which

the corresponding type - faces were not to be obtained in any of the

fonts that were available in this country , except at a cost of time and
money which seemed out of a

ll proportion . In these cases the ex
pedient was adopted o

f spelling out the words thus abbreviated ,

printing the supplied letters in italic , within square brackets .

Mutilated Books . In gathering so large a number o
f

ancient books

in the original bindings , in unbound condition , or in collected form ,

in which sometimes upward o
f
a hundred thin pamphlets were bound

inside the same cover , it has been inevitable that many have been
found which had been mutilated more o

r

less . When the end o
f
a book

is missing a note of the imperfection has been made , and it
s

actual

condition indicated . The absence o
f
a title -page has been a more

serious matter , and in some cases has presented insuperable difficulties .

During the compiler's visit to England in 1914 , he was able , b
y

the
courtesy o

f

various librarians , to remedy a large number of such lacks .

But in a few cases this was impossible because o
f

his inability to find

a copy o
f

the particular book in question . Two cases in point may b
e

mentioned . One was that of a Paul's Cross sermon (delivered by

Thomas White , founder o
f

Sion College , in 1578 ) , from which the title
page had been lost . The date of delivery presented , apparently , a

conflict with the calendar . A letterA letter of inquiry , courteously printed

b
y

the editor o
f

Notes and Queries , brought an answer from the other
side o

f

the American continent , from the librarian of the Huntington
Library in California . The answer took the welcome form o

f
a

photostat copy o
f half a dozen pages , which corresponded with some

o
f

the pages in the McAlpin copy , and cleared u
p

a
ll questions o
f

date and authorship . In the other case search has proved in vain .
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The book in question was “ Certaine fruitfull Instructions ," written
by John Frewen , a puritan rector , in 1587. The editor of Notes and
Queries again most kindly published a letter of inquiry , but to date
no reply has been received . It became necessary to reconstruct the
title from such indications as could be found . This was done with

the kind assistance of the custodian of the Rylands Library in Man
chester . The statement of the Dictionary of National Biography that
the book is “ exceedingly rare ” was thus abundantly verified .
Form of Entry . The separate entries contain several parts :
Author's Name. The name of the writer has been indicated if it is
given on the title -page , at the end of the preface or dedication or even
at the end of the entire book , or if it has been ascertained from sources
outside of the book itself. In the foot -notes the particular fact has
been stated . In the index also the general source of information
is indicated by the use of round or square brackets . In those cases
where only the initials of the author are given , a double entry has been
made in the index, primarily under the initials , with a cross -reference
from the title entry made in the usual way . If the initials have been
identified as those of a given writer, the primary entry will be found
under the full name , with cross - references from the initials and from

the title entry , the author's name being given inside of square brackets .
Anonyms. Anonymous books , the authors of which remain un
known , are entered both in the catalogue and in the index under the
first significant word of the title , not an article . Those which have
been attributed to a definite person are entered in the catalogue and

in the index under his name , and a title entry has been made in the
usual fashion with a cross-reference in square brackets to the author .
Such cross -references are very numerous , running into the hundreds

if not thousands . Obviously the method of procedure with anonymous
prints will be to consult the title entry in the index , and then turn to
the year and name there indicated .

Titles . The title is given in full , with vertical marks to indicate
where each type-line ends . The placing of these division marks has
involved a large amount of detail and called for great care . But the
method has been rewarding , since it has led to the discovery that
certain prints which had titles identically worded , but with differently
arranged line -lengths, really constituted second , third or even fourth
printings of the same book in the same year . Some of these books

were re - set by the same printer ; some had been pirated by another .
Obviously the present procedure renders identifications more accurate .

Sometimes the difference between two impressions is found only in the
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imprints, which named different book - sellers , who apparently had
shared the expense of printing, or who appealed each to a different
clientele . There are also cases in which the only difference is in the
variation in the border .

In making the entries the endeavor has been made to distinguish

between the books which were actually printed in the indicated year ,

and subsequent re - issues as parts of a collection while retaining the

date of the original edition . This has not been always either obvious
or easy , since second -hand dealers and bookbinders have been known

to obscure the fact in an endeavor to palm off, consciously or not ,
the later as though it were the earlier edition . The sins of these people
are many , extending to the substitution of the title -page of a second
part for a lost first title -page. It is quite possible that some of the
entries in the following catalogue have served to perpetuate these
errors , and that the compiler has fallen victim to the wiles of binder

or dealer . Wherever such facts have been discovered they have been

mentioned in the foot - notes , and occasionally a brief collation has
been given to assist in identifying & given edition .

When a book appeared in two or more parts , each with separate
pagination , each part has been entered , with indication of the actual
fact . It thus receives the same treatment as an independent volume.
Omissions from Titles. Omissions from the title of books are in
dicated by a series of dots, thus ... They occur uniformly in the
case of Scripture quotations or mottoes taken from other writers .

They occur also of necessity when part of the title -page has been
torn away or otherwise damaged or made illegible . It must always
be remembered that the ends of books, particularly those which never
had the protection afforded by binding , may have suffered hard usage,
and have lost one or more leaves . In the case of the omission of
Biblical and other texts, the number of lines occupied by such quota

tions has been regularly indicated .
Capitals and Italics . No attempt has been made to reproduce

either lower case italics , or capitals , whether large, small , or italic ;

but a

words entirely printed in capitals . The omission

o
f

the italics and the failure to indicate differences in type are to be

regretted since their absence serves to obscure certain facts which in

the original printing are quite patent .

Spelling . The original spelling has been followed slavishly , even
where the error was that o

f

the type - setter , and the true reading
abundantly apparent . The vagaries in the spelling b

y

the writers and
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printers of the sixteenth and seventeenth century , have also been
reproduced , and of course no attempt has been made to correct the
author's grammar . A singular noun joined with a plural verb, or vice
versa , will be found occasionally . It has not been thought necessary
to call attention to such mistakes by the usual “ sic . "

Ornaments and Devices . These words , which in the catalogue fre
quently follow the title and precede the imprint , are intended to in
dicate different things . “ Ornament ” may stand for a single block
impress, or a combination of two or more decorative designs, Fre
quently these blocks are identical with some of the ornaments used
to form a border . “ Device " is used where the decoration is more

or less obviously a printer's mark or his particular decorative design .

In some cases there is a reasonable question as to the accuracy in the
use of the word , since some of the designs so indicated may be merely

ornaments .
Imprint . The imprint , also in full , is divided like the title, with
the date , if printed , or , if ascertained from an outside source, in square
brackets . The date has been reproduced as it stands, unless it con
tains a palpable error in type setting. No attempt has been made to
conform the dates to the current calendar of to -day, even in cases

where this might have been done , as, for instance , with books between
1640 and 1660 , by the aid of Thomason's lists . Hence a book issued

between January 1 and March 24 , will be found listed under the year
preceding that of actual issue when counted in terms of the present
calendar .

Border . This term describes a more or less ornate edging about
the title, whether engraved or consisting of rows of printers ' ornaments .
Architectural designs are indicated , and occasionally the “ pillar and
vine " decoration . Line borders , whether consisting of a single or
multiple series of rules, are thus specified .
Size . The measurements of the paper page (not of the type page)
are given in centimetres as the most exact and generally available
units , and also as avoiding the use of fractions of inches .
Pagination . Round brackets are used to indicate the number of
prefatory pages which usually occur at the beginning of the volumes ,

and also for books wholly unpaged . In the latter case the numbers
of the prefatory matter are separated from those which refer to the

body of the book , by a comma . The counting begins with the first
page on which printed matter occurs and is carried to include the page

which precedes the book proper , unless that page happens to be blank .
Intervening blank pages, however , are counted provided they consti
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tute an integral part of the signature in which they occur . If signa
ture A1 is blank it has been so recorded only in exceptional cases . In
the pagination of the main part of each volume the endeavor has been
made to note irregularities or mistakes in numbering , and to give the
actual pagination where it differs from that which is printed . When
ever the entire tract or book is unpaged , the count has been placed in
round brackets , and the pages of a book containing two or more parts

are given in series separated by a semi-colon .
Notes . In a great many cases notes are added after the imprint.
Here items are given with regard to authorship , including the authority
upon which attributions have been made , and other things that seem
necessary for completeness.
Index . The index contains the names and brief descriptions of the
authors , followed by the titles of the books which each has written .
Supplementary thereto , introduced by the word “ see , " are references

to other books whose title -pages contain references to such writer or

to anonymous publications , books or tracts . Anonymous books are
listed under the first significant word of the title , not an article , with
the author's name , if known , in round or square brackets to indicate
graphically the general source of the attribution . A book which
appeared with only the writer's initials has been treated , like anony

mous books , with a double entry .
Mistakes. The compiler does not pretend to suppose or to hope
that errors will not be found in the catalogue. They are , of course ,
inevitable in an undertaking which involves as much of detail as the
present. All that is claimed is that an endeavor has been made to
render the catalogue reliable . It has been revised again and again ,
but inerrancy is not a human possibility . Doubtless with unlimited
time at disposal , many mistakes and omissions might have been
remedied , but they must be excused in the case of a compilation which
has been prepared in intervals of time taken from other engrossing
duties.

Authorities. The bibliographical apparatus available fo
r

the pres

ent undertaking has been none too ample . Some sources have been

used constantly , others occasionally . Particular mention must b
e

made o
f

the persistent use that has been made of the Dictionary o
f

National Biography . Authors ' names and dates , and frequently the
description given in the index , have been taken freely from this source
without specific acknowledgment . The attributions o

f authorship

have been fortified in a large number o
f

cases b
y

similar references ,

with citation o
f

volume and page in the notes . Halkett and Laing's
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Dictionary of Anonymous and Pseudonymous Literature has always

been at hand and freely used . Dexter's list appended to his History

of Congregationalism has been consulted , and much help has been
derived from Smith's catalogues of quaker books and anti -quaker
writings. Gillow's dictionary of the lives and writings of members

of the Roman communion has given valuable aid . For the period

from 1640 to 1660 the catalogue of the Thomason tracts has been
consulted constantly , with the expenditure of much time on account

of the unsatisfactory character of the index . Darling's pages have
also been consulted , and other works too numerous for mention here.
Library catalogues also have furnished much , particularly those of
the British Museum , the Cambridge University, Madan's two volumes
on Oxford books, the Williams Library , and many others .
Acknowledgments . The compiler takes great pleasure in expressing
his indebtedness to the librarians and assistants connected with the

libraries which he was privileged to visit, for many kindnesses and
manifold courtesies . He has no doubt that his reception elsewhere
would have been quite as cordial had the limited time at his disposal

allowed of a more extended pilgrimage . He had the privilege of
working in the Bodleian Library at Oxford , in the British Museum
and the Williams Library in London , the Advocates ' Library in Edin
burgh , and the Rylands Library in Manchester . He expresses his
thanks also for courteous replies to inquiries addressed to the insti
tutions mentioned above, and particularly to the secretary of the
Cambridge University Library . Acknowledgment must also be made
to William Walker Rockwell, Ph.D. , librarian of the Seminary , for
useful suggestions which have added materially to the value of the
catalogue. But the list of those to whom hearty thanks are due , would
be gravely deficient if failure were made to acknowledge the valuable
service rendered by Mr. Edward George Friehold of London , who
generously and gratuitously supplied copies of a large number of title
pages, which , but for his aid , must have appeared in mutilated or

incorrect shape .
